Prokaryotic vs. Eukaryotic Foldable
1. Fold your paper like a hot dog bun.

2. Open it back up.

3. Cut half of the bun so you have two flaps. (See diagram)
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4. Now close the foldable, and write Prokaryotic Cells on one half, and Eukaryotic Cells on the other half.

5. Open the foldable.  On the top half of the left flap, write the following.

A. Definition of Prokaryotic Cell
B. Membrane Bound Organelles Present: (yes or no) 
C. Where is the DNA found? 
D. Shape of Chromosomes 
E. Examples
6. On the bottom half of the left side, do a drawing of the Prokaryotic cell with labels and in color. 
7. Repeat the instructions for the right hand side of the foldable, but do Eukaryotic Cell Stuff on the right hand side.
